Subpart. 47b. Submerged closed loop heat exchanger. “submerged closed loop heat
exchanger” has the meaning given in Minnesota Statutes, section 1031.005, subdivision 17a.

Subp. 47c. Submerged closed loop heat exchanger system. “Submerged closed loop heat
exchanger system” means one or more wells containing submerged closed loop heat
exchangers within a single HVAC system for the use of heating or cooling.
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
