= Lidsand Lashes—the pupil should be fully visible
when the eyelids are open; the lid should rest flush
againstthe surface of the eye; thereshould be no
redness orsigns of discharge along the eyelid
margins or signs of a sty; lashes should be present
on upper and lowerlids; lashes should turn out;
normal blinking pattern should be present.
