Baby Behavior is a valuable educational tool to help moms and dads better understand what to
expect from their newborn baby and to recognize and respond to their baby’s cues.

The training tools
provided may assist with your understanding of Baby Behaviors and provide opportunities for
you to practice using this information within the WIC setting.

Registration for this FREE virtual course will be completed at the Minnesota Department of
Health (MDH) Learning Center.
